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· The development of an Emergency Preparedness Plan is an OVCS requirement and should be part of the program design documents. The plan should include a description of how the organization will train members on emergency preparedness, including possible disaster training as part of a regional launch.

· Possible issues to address include:
· What emergencies or disasters are most likely to occur in their community.
· How to develop a family disaster plan and commit to practicing it.
· How to develop an emergency preparedness kit.
· Have knowledge of additional training resources so they can become involved in helping their community prepare for an emergency.
