2015 – 16 Program Year Virginia AmeriCorps State ‘Key Features’

Subgrantee organizations engage AmeriCorps members in direct service to address compelling, well documented, unmet community needs using evidence-based methods.

Projects fall into one of six categories:  education, economic opportunity, healthy futures, environmental stewardship, veterans and military families, and disaster readiness.  

Non-profits, educational institutions, faith-based organizations, and government agencies (including Native American Tribal Governments) may apply.   

Subgrantee organizations adhere to all regulations and federal laws pertaining to management of federal funds and the AmeriCorps Program, and are accountable to the Virginia Service Commission and the Office on Volunteerism and Community Service (OVCS) for program management.

Members’ service relates to achievement of set, identified performance measures.

Subgrantee organizations are responsible for recruiting, selecting, and supervising at least 10 AmeriCorps ‘MSYs’ (Member Service Years) to serve in their program.  This may be 10 members serving full time, 20 members serving half time, or combinations of varying amounts of hours per member, adding up to 10 MSY.
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Subgrantee organizations commit to documenting recruitment and engagement of at least 29 new volunteers per MSY requested.  Members may not displace or replace staff or volunteers.

The Corporation for National and Community Service (CNCS) funds may cover up to $13,730 per member.  Both CNCS and OVCS frequently offer less than the maximum amount.

Required match begins at 24% of the entire project cost, and increases the longer an organization is in the program.

Members and organizations plan and lead at least three service projects each program year, and document recruitment and management of volunteers.

Members must wear or display AmeriCorps gear at all times when in service, and a strong member experience must be prominent in the Subgrantee’s program design.

AmeriCorps affiliation information must be prominently displayed in the Subgrantee organization’s traditional and social media.
